Representatives of Canadian and US parks and protected area agencies and other ecological restoration professionals and managers are invited to participate in a workshop focused on developing best practices guidance for ecological restoration in protected natural areas. The workshop will take place October 2-4, 2007 at the Bayshore Inn and Conference Centre, Waterton Lakes National Park, Alberta.  It is being co-hosted by Parks Canada and the Canadian Council on Ecological Areas (CCEA) and will be held in conjunction with the annual general meeting of the CCEA. Interested individuals are invited to submit abstracts that describe projects in their jurisdictions that showcase ecological restoration best practices and, in so-doing, illuminate the Canadian Parks Council’s Principles and Guidelines for Ecological Restoration in Canada’s Protected Natural Areas.
  These projects will be presented and discussed during breakout group sessions and considered for inclusion in a compendium of ecological restoration best practices.  The compendium will serve as a companion to the principles and guidelines.  Abstracts for plenary presentations on related issues will also be considered by the organizing committee.

The primary objectives of this workshop are to:

· Nurture and build connections amongst the network of restoration practitioners in Canadian and US protected areas agencies.
· Provide an overview for protected areas managers and other interested participants of the importance, need, and approaches to ecological restoration, including presentation and discussion of the Principles and Guidelines for Ecological Restoration in Canada’s Protected Natural Areas.

· Share experiences and provide guidance in the restoration of protected areas ecosystems through presentation and discussion of relevant case studies that demonstrate integration of conservation, visitor experience, and public education dimensions of restoration. 

· Identify case studies from a variety of Canadian protected areas jurisdictions for inclusion in a compendium of ecological restoration best practices and develop a path forward for the production of this product.

· Identify emerging or cross-cutting issues for which guidance may be required and suggest approaches to addressing them.

This workshop is an important opportunity for all parks protected areas agencies and other organizations that are involved in the restoration of protected areas ecosystems to share knowledge and ideas on current and emerging areas of interest.  The event will also offer opportunities to explore first-hand some of the restoration challenges, and responses to them, in the Waterton Glacier International Peace Park and surrounding area.

Preparation and Submission of Abstracts

Abstract submission deadline August 31, 2007

All abstracts should be a maximum of 500 words, including author(s), title(s) and affiliation(s). They should be submitted to Karen Keenleyside (Karen.Keenleyside@pc.gc.ca) in Word or WordPerfect format no later than August 31, 2007.  

The workshop organizers are seeking 20 to 30 case studies from a range of protected areas jurisdictions.  The case studies should illustrate ecological restoration best practices, and in so-doing illuminate the principles and guidelines. Each case study should demonstrate the application of ecological restoration principles, as outlined in Principles and Guidelines for Ecological Restoration in Canada’s Protected Natural Areas:

· Effective in restoring and maintaining ecological integrity

· Efficient in using practical and economic methods to achieve functional success

· Engaging through implementing inclusive processes and by recognizing and embracing linkages between culture and nature (e.g., integration of cultural heritage values, visitor experience and education outcomes in addition to protection/conservation, engagement of stakeholders/partners, public, including Aboriginal peoples)

These case studies will be presented briefly (5 to 10 minutes) and discussed during breakout group sessions at the workshop.  They will be considered for inclusion in a compendium of restoration best practices that will be produced as a companion to the principles and guidelines.

Abstracts of papers identifying and/or proposing best practices approaches or solutions to emerging and/or cross-cutting issues in ecological restoration, or that are of relevance to protected areas science and management more broadly, are also encouraged.  These papers (maximum 10) will be presented (15 minutes plus 5 minutes for questions) during the plenary session on October 3.

Abstracts for both breakout and plenary presentations will be featured in a theme issue of the CCEA’s newsletter ‘eco’ in either fall 2007 or spring 2008.

Authors are asked to identify which (maximum 5) of the following elements (bulleted points) of restoration best practices their project(s) illustrate best.

Break-out group presentations

Application of restoration techniques, and related guidelines, specific to one or more of the following types of interventions:

· Restoration of natural processes, disturbances, and perturbations

· Control of harmful invasive species and management of hyperabundant (i.e., overabundant) populations

· Re-creation of native communities or habitat

· Species re-introductions for functional purposes

· Restoring landforms, hydrology, water and soil quality

· Restoring landscapes and seascapes (e.g., reconnecting protected areas with surrounding landscapes)

Implementation of one or more of the following elements of the restoration planning and implementation process:

· Identifying natural and cultural heritage values

· Defining restoration problems

· Setting restoration priorities 

· Developing goals

· Establishing objectives

· Developing detailed plans 

· Using environmental impact assessment to enhance planning 

· Engaging visitors, stakeholders, communities, and the public 

· Integrating traditional knowledge and approaches

· Assessing project complexity

· Plan implementation 

· Measuring, monitoring, and reporting on restoration progress and success 

· Communication

· Restoration as a tool for engaging Canadians

· The role of the public and visitors in restoration

· Restoring ecosystems in the face of climate change

Authors of selected case studies may also be asked to prepare more detailed project summaries (1000 to 2000 words) immediately following the workshop.  Draft instructions for preparing these summaries are being developed and will be finalized during the workshop.

� Principles and Guidelines for Ecological Restoration in Canada’s Protected Natural Areas were developed over the past eighteen months by a multi-jurisdictional working group. They may be adopted by individual jurisdictions and are intended to facilitate consistent, credible, informed decision-making regarding the management of common issues.  The principles and guidelines were endorsed by deputy ministers responsible for parks and protected areas in June 2007.  Following ministerial approval in the fall of 2007, they will be published under the auspices of the Canadian Parks Council as a pan-Canadian approach.
